RESOLUTION OF THE THIRD ENCOUNTER OF MINISTERS OF CULTURE AND THOSE RESPONSIBLE FOR CULTURAL POLICIES IN LATIN AMERICA AND THE CARIBBEAN, GATHERED IN MÉXICO
CONSIDERING:

That resolution 41/187 adopted by the United Nations General Assembly on December 8, 1986, proclaimed the World Decade for cultural development and invited all the Member States to put it into practice between 1988 and 1997.

That the primary and principal objective of this Decade is to take into account the cultural dimension of development.

That the international community is now preparing to adopt an “International Development Strategy” at the United Nations General Assembly.

That the cultural dimension of development presupposes a harmonious and balanced relationship between man and his environment.

That the United Nations resolution on the World decade for Cultural Development invites the member countries to put into practice its principles, particularly in the planning and implementation of development strategies.

DECIDES:

That the cultural dimension of development, defined in the resolution adopted by the international community on the “World Decade for Cultural Development, should be incorporated into the “International development Strategy” currently under discussion by the United Nations General Assembly; and

REQUESTS:

The President of the Third Encounter of Ministers of Culture and Those Responsible for Cultural Policies in Latin America and the Caribbean to send this resolution to the United Nations General Assembly through any channel he may deem pertinent.
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
