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RESOLUTION OF SICLAC

Considering: that the Latin American and Caribbean Cultural Information System
(SICLAC) is a project of the Forum of Ministers and was adopted during the 5 Meeting
held in Caracas in 1992.

Considering:  that in the Technical Meeting held in Barbados in October of 1998,
agreements were made to revive the project, that since 1996 was paralyzed in regards to
the development of the System.

Considering:  that the main objective of this project is to contribute to the regional
integration through the exchange of cultural information, support the management and
promotion of culture in the region, and to contribute to the knowledge and dissemination
of national cultures of the countries of the region, whose general objectives are:

+  Promote the access and use of cultural information available in the region.
«  Facilitate links and relations of the cultural sector with other sectors of economy.

+  Promote the production, dissemination and access to the use of cultural information
through the use of modern information technologies.

The 11t Forum of ministers of Culture and Responsible of Cultural Policies of Latin
America and the Caribbean.

Agrees

FIRST: Adopt with provisional nature, until the meeting of National Coordinators, the
establishment of the SICLAC Regional Coordination, formed by the Pro Tempore Secretary
of the host country, five National Coordinators of the member Countries of the Forum and
of the Regional Office for Culture in Latin America and the Caribbean (ORCALC).

SECOND: Assign the following tasks to the Regional Coordination:
+ To call and organize the annual meeting of National Coordinators.

+ To include in SICLAC’s Document for Strategic Projection, of the expert under
contract by ORCALC, the modifications agreed in the Technical Meeting of SICLAC,
adopted at the 10" Meeting held in Barbados, in 1998.

+ Request the Ministers of Culture and Officials Responsible of Cultural Policies to
establish and ratify their National Coordinators, preferably in a cultural institution,
with the purpose of achieving a permanence and continuity of SICLAC’s projects

THIRD: Appoint the National Coordinators of Venezuela, Cuba, Colombia, Jamaica, St
Kitts & Nevis, to integrate the Executive Secretariat of SICLAC together with the Pro
Tempore Secretary of the host country and ORCALC.

FORTH: To entrust the Secretary of the Forum with the support to all the actions aimed
at giving project continuity and follow-up.
